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Dishman family history

Several Wayne County people
have been helping ua locats old
cemeteries and we thank them
very much. Shirl McKeand and
Jim Spry of Kenova helped to
locate an old Dishman Cemt.
Now we need help in identifying
all the graves. It is quite pos-
sible that 15 to 20 people could
be buried there, but there are
only two stones marked, a couple
of field stones and several sink
holes.

In ths 1850 Wayne County
Cansus, CHURCHWELL
DISHMAN was listed as age 46
and was born in Virginia and his
wife, Mary A., was age 46 also
born in Virginia. In the house-
hold in 1850 and 1860 was Ann
Noa (age 63 in 1850 and age 72
in 1860) which indicates that
perhaps Mary’s maiden name
might be Noe. When son James
married he stated he was born
in Spotsylvania Co, VA and son
William's obit states he wasborn
in Spotsylvania Co, VA. Anyone
wanting to research to find the
parents of Churchwell and his
wife should begin their search
there. The following is what I
have learned about the family
after they came to Wayne
County.

There appears to be some dis-

crepancy in ages betwsen the
1850 and 1860 Census. In 1850
Churchwell is 46, in 1860 he is
48 while Mary is 46 in 1850 and
35 in 1860. Their daughter,
Elizabeth, was 14 in 1850 and
18 in 1860. I have a record of

There are a few rocks and sev-
eral sink holes indicating other

Dishman property on Mill
Branch and discovered the cem-
etary when he cleared his land.
He stated that a Dishman fam-
ily member remembered when
someone was hauled by & mule
drawn wagon to be buried there.
